	2009-2010 PERSONNEL CHANGES

	REPORT ON AB 2727, WILLIAMS ACT
	Mr. Hoffman reported per Education Code 35186, that no complaints related to the terms of AB2727 (Williams Act) have been received.  The quarterly report has been sent to the County Superintendent.

	ROP BOARD ORGANIZATIONAL MEETING
	Mr. Hoffman noted the ROP Board Organizational Meeting will take place at the March 9, 2010 meeting.  At the meeting the ROP Governing Board will elect a President and Vice President.

	ACCEPTANCE OF AUDIT
	Ms. Shankles presented the audit performed by Matson and Isom for the period ending June 30, 2009.  She noted no audit finding and no material findings.  The audit was accepted by the Shasta-Trinity ROP Governing Board.

	RESOLUTION 0910-02, VALIC 401(A) AMENDMENT AND RE-STATEMENT OF RETIREMENT PLAN
	On motion by Trustee Pepple, seconded by Trustee Gibson, the Shasta-Trinity ROP Governing Board unanimously approved Resolution 0910-02, adoption of the amendment and restatement of VALIC 401(A) retirement plan.  

	CERTIFICATION OF FIRST INTERIM REPORT
	Ms. Shankles presented the Shasta County Office of Education’s written review of the JPA’s First Interim Report for fiscal year 2009-2010.  A positive certification was received.

	ANNUAL CERTIFICATION OF WORKERS’ COMPENSATION
	Superintendent Hoffman noted the standard notification of assurance of no unfunded liabilities from the Shasta Trinity Schools Insurance Group.    

	STROP PLAN FOR 2010-2011
	Superintendent Hoffman presented a general plan for the STROP for 2010-2011.  He presented information on tentative program eliminations, reductions, and changes.  Mr. Hoffman noted the sustainability of the STROP as a five-member JPA.  Deficit spending is planned and will be down from 2008/2009, and 2009/2010.  He is considering working with district administrators to develop a fee-based enrollment model for future consideration.

	BIENNIAL COURSE REVIEWS
	Mr. Dennis O’Lea presented information on the ROP Cabinetmaking program.  He discussed curriculum, textbooks, and shared student project pictures with the ROP Governing Board.  

	COMMENTS


	Mr. Richardson expressed his appreciation for working with the STROP Governing Board during his time with ROP.  He stated that ROP has been good to him and his family.  Board members recommended the possibility of having an ROP Board Meeting at the ROP Restaurant prior to Mr. Richardson’s retirement.
Trustee McAllister expressed appreciation to all in attendance.
Mr. Hoffman (re)emphasized the achievement level of ROP students.  People who think of ROP as serving primarily low-level students are mistaken.  ROP classes are hands-on, and teachers provide instruction to students in the middle and upper end of the bell curve as well as at-risk students.
Mr. Hoffman has a draft of the lease Agreement with SUHSD for a 10-year lease of the property for the ROP Center, with a 10-year renewal cycle.  He noted the lease Agreement exchanges a lease/ownership of ROP equipment and RDA program equipment and buildings for the property lease.
Mr. Hoffman noted that he has had preliminary discussion with district Superintendents regarding possible changes to the STROP funding distribution process.

	The ROP Governing Board adjourned to closed session to consider matters authorized and related to the Ralph M. Brown Act.  No action was taken.  


There being no further comments from the Board, Commission, or Public, the meeting adjourned at 11:35 a.m.
